Overview of Self-Assessment Form: 

(Refer to Powerpoint for more specifics)

Self-Assessment feedback sheets are given to students about 1 week before unit/topic test for students to fill out at start or end of lesson (10 minutes of lesson-time).

These forms let students give feedback to teacher about their:

· perceived ability (chosen from a described continuum of 1 to 6)

· perceived effort (chosen from a given continuum of 1 to 5 – mirrors our school’s report system)

· chosen study techniques   (circled from a supplied list of about 12 different study tools and techniques)

· predicted unit/topic test mark (from a range of 10 possible marks: N, N+, A-, A, A+, M-, M, M+, E- and E)

· plans and/or goals for the unit (test marks and/or understanding)

· specific strategies to improve

· requests for teaching techniques or resources they’re not currently getting from their teacher

These forms also give the teacher a “heads-up” on kids’ perception about a week before end-of-unit/topic test.

To express specific strategies to improve the form includes a definition of “measurable” and “observable” plans and/or goals to guide students into more specific strategies than “I will study more” or “I will read over my notes”.

The current self-assessment form system is manageable and low-maintenance because:

· Time required for kids to complete from is about 10 minutes or less per class per month (or about twice per term)

· Forms can be made without specific student data (name, previous marks) quickly in photocopier.

· If teacher chooses in include student-specific data (previous test marks and/or predicted marks) then mail-merge system can print new set of forms for an entire class in around 5 minutes.

· Forms can be reviewed by teacher quickly – about 10 minutes per class-set.

· Forms can be numbered for quick and optional filing for possible future reference.

· Predicted unit/topic test marks can be entered into database (if teacher chooses to) in less than 5 minutes – for possible future use.
